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SYNOPSIS

This course is designed to introduce students to the Australian news media and their practices.
Emphasis will be placed on the need for students to think objectively about the main news events
of the day, and the ways the print media have reported them. Students will be encouraged to
achieve accuracy and objectivity within the constraints regularly imposed on print practitioners.
Students will be introduced to news values, journalism research, interview skills and the elements
that make up news stories. They will be given considerable practice in writing effective
introductory paragraphs and handling direct and indirect quotations.

OBJECTIVES

On successful completion of this course, students should be able to:

1. demonstrate a broad knowledge of the theoretical and practical principles on which
information is judged as news; (assessment item 2 refers)

2. identify the fundamental constituents of the Australian news media; (assessment item
4 refers)

3. write an introductory paragraph to a news story; (assessment item 1 refers)
4. write an industry compliant news story. (assessment item 3 refers)

The final grades for students will be assigned on the basis of the weighted aggregate
of the marks (or grades) obtained for each of the summative assessment items in the
course.
