	Modules 1 and 2 - Animal Refuge Centre database
a) Carers table, includes CarerID as primary key, name and address information stored in multiple fields as recommended, 2 extra fields included.  Animals Table, includes AnimalID as primary key, CarerID as foreign key, other animal fields as specified plus 2 extra fields. ApproxAge field, Gender and Status fields uses lookup list or validation rules & validation text, Status field as default value ‘With carer’. Comments field is Memo data type as required. All field properties including captions set appropriately.  Data records include 4 carers, 10 animals, start dates between Jan & March 2007, with mix of status outcomes. 

b) Query for animals whose care has ended – query name OK, criteria – several alternatives possible – e.g. EndDate field with criteria Is Not Null or Status field with criteria <>”With carer”, calculated field Weeks: ([enddate]-[arrivedate])/7, result formatted 1 decimal display, descending sort on weeks in care.
c) Own choice query includes your own additional fields, criteria uses Between  And operator or In() operator
d) Total query includes criteria for Status field used to group records of animals whose care is complete, count (any animal field), and avg on calculated weeks field. Field captions are meaningful.
e) Prints of queries best fit, size 8, landscape

b) Dates display dd/mm/yyyy, Level has validation rule 1 Or 2 and appropriate validation text, relationship has ref integrity applied
c) Form and subform meet specs, 2 command buttons added

d) Member Contributions report grouped by Member, all data displays fully

1. Client information form: Header includes graphics, your name as creator, current date; Detail section includes page control, 2nd page used for sub-form showing client’s contract information. Main form includes 2 calculated controls referencing subform calculations – count of contracts, and sum of contract amounts. Both sub-totals display correctly, formatted differently and with tab stop set to No. ControlTip Text property set as specified for Contract Amount field. Forms printed; filter result of 9 written on print, ‘Long BP or WE Shoots’ filter query saved as specified.
2. Contract/Shoot form/subform – main form based on query all contract fields from Contract Tableand Client name and Phone from Client table. In main form, client fields automatically fill when ClientID is selected via Combo box as specified. Tab stop set to No for Client name and phone as these depend on selected ClientID value. New contract and shoot records can be added, ShootType selected from Combo box as specified. Form Header OK. 3 command buttons as specified. Example form printed.
