SIM09 remains the property of USQ and may not be copied, distributed or otherwise transmitted to any other party without the written consent of the author.

Obtain a copy of the ELE2303.EXE file from the Course CD, USQConnect Study Pages or from the examiner. Copy it onto the hard drive of your computer, or you can execute it from a CD.

1. Semi -Automatic Installation:

A.
Either by double clicking on the ELE2303.EXE file in Windows Explorer, 

or using the Windows 'Start | Run' menu from the Taskbar, 

execute the ELE2303.EXE installation file from wherever it is saved on your computer.

The installation will create a temporary directory named LOAD09 and copy the files required for installation to that directory. It will then run a batch file to create a new directory named MC6809 on the C drive and unzip and copy the necessary files to that directory for you. It then runs the SETUP files for CONTEXT and SIM09, however you are required to make the following selections and changes to the default settings during the installation of both ConText and Sim09.

Note on some computers both ConTEXT and Sim09 installs will appear at the same time. It is important that the ConTEXT install is done first, so you may need to press ALT-TAB until you can access the ConTEXT install windows. Complete the ConTEXT install and then click on the MC6809.reg update, and then complete the Sim09 installation.

For the ConTEXT Install


Change the install folder to be just

C:\MC6809


Select the ‘Main Files’ only in the Select Components window.


Change the Start Menu folder to be 

MC6809


Select the ‘Create a Desktop Icon’ option ONLY in the Select Additional Task window.


Click on the ‘Install’ button in the Ready to Install window.


Context will run and open its own history.txt and readme.txt files. 

Close the ConTEXT Program.

Press any key to continue in the DOS window for the install batch file execution

For the registry


Click on OK to update the Registry values.

Press any key to continue in the DOS window for the install batch file execution

For the SIM09 Install


Click NEXT


Click YES


Enter any number in the Serial number box and click NEXT


Select BROWSE to change the Destination location and enter 
C:\MC6809


Click OK to the directory selection and NEXT to go on


Select  ‘Typical’ as the installation type and click on NEXT


Enter ‘MC6809‘ as the new program folder and click NEXT


Ignore the Application Error that appears, it seems to have no effect, Click OK.

This has completed the installation of the software.

2. Operating the ConTEXT editor to load and assemble programs and start Sim09.

To start program development run the ConTEXT editor from the icon on your desktop or find it in the Program Menu under MC6809.

Use the FILE | OPEN menu item to load one of the sample files (Exampl31.asm).

Check that the ‘active highlighter’ drop down box on the toolbar shows ‘6809Assember’

To assemble the program you have several options:

Press the F9 function key

Select the TOOLS | 6809 ASSEMBLER item from the menu

Or click the first user toolbar button. (It is like a face with the number 1 beside it.)

To open the listing file of the assembled program you have several options:

Press the F10 function key

Select the TOOLS | OPEN LISTING FILE item from the menu

Or click the second user toolbar button. (The face with the number 2 beside it.)

To start the Sim09 program running (only needs to be started once):

Press the F11 function key

Select the TOOLS | OPEN LISTING FILE item from the menu

Or click the third user toolbar button. (The face with the number 3 beside it.)

To assemble the program WITH CYCLE COUNTS you have several options:

Press the F12 function key

Select the TOOLS | 6809 ASSEMBLER WITH CYCLE COUNT item from the menu

Or click the forth user toolbar button. (The face with the number 4 beside it.)

3. Operating the Sim09 program to simulate assembled programs.

For full details on the Sim09 program open the HTML help file Sim09.htm in the MC6809 directory.

4. The Example Programs.

To assemble all of the example files at once, without using the ConText editor, type:



EXAMPLES<RETURN>

5. Re-Installation of the package:

If you wish to re-install the package then do the following BEFORE you run the ELE2303.EXE.


Copy any .asm files you have created in the MC6809 directory to a safe place.


Delete the MC6809 and LOAD09 directories, including all subdirectories.


Now you can execute the self-extracting ELE2303.EXE file again.
