We will develop and send out the invitations and
take all the RSVP’s for the event. All you need to do is tell us what you want and we’ll make it happen.

What if I am a small business?

If
you would be interested in jointly hosting, please let us know. Better still, arrange who you would like to
host with and let us know.

What do I have to do at the function?

At the function the hosts have 10 minutes of allotted speaking time. Hosts usually spend the rest of the time
mingling with guests. Corporate Club organisers will look after the running of the event so you can
concentrate on mixing with people.
