Conference presenters are welcome to submit a written version of their paper to be included in a copy of the conference proceedings.
Papers will need to be received by March 30th  2012.

The submitted manuscript will be refereed and the author will be informed of the editors’ decision before the conference commences. Editorial changes may be requested. 

Submitted papers should be between 3000 and 4000 words and should follow the Chicago Manual of Style, 16th edition.

References should be in footnotes, not endnotes, and the footnotes should be numbered consecutively.
The entire manuscript should be double spaced, including all epigraphs, block quotations and figure legends.  Footnotes should be single spaced.

Font should be Times New Roman, size 12, with margins of 2.5cm.

Page numbers should appear at the top right hand corner of each page.

Paragraph breaks should be indicated with an indent, not with a break between paragraphs.

Quotation marks should be double, not single; single quotation marks should only be used for quotations set within a quotation.

Full stops and commas at the ends of quotations should go inside the quotation mark.  All other punctuation should go outside.

Italics should be indicated with the italic type face, not with underlining.

Foreign words or phrases should be in italics.

Block quotations should be used for quotes three lines or longer.

Spelling should follow UK standards and the Oxford English Dictionary.  Authors should use British spellings and ize and our endings.  

Authors should include their full names and affiliation.  An address for correspondence may be included if the author desires.
Non-discriminatory language is mandatory, including the avoidance of gender specific language (unless required by historical sources and contexts).
