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New Adjunct Professor joins Research Office

After working in Universities for nearly three decades as an
academic and in research management, Jane Goodall is
now a freelance writer, and has recently joined USQ as an
Adjunct Professor.

Jane is the author of three academic books on theatre and performance,
the most recent of which, Stage Presence (Routledge, 2008) was shortlisted
for the Theatre Book prize in London. Her particular interest is in the
performative interpretation of scientific ideas. She has made a number of
contri buti on ssRazor fdd ABChRadd National and in 2005 wrote
and presented a three part series on science and popular entertainment for
Robyn Wi Scleiica®hewd. With strong commitments to cross-disciplinary
exploration, Jane specialised in research management and development at
the University of Western Sydney, where she was a research Professor in the
Writing and Society group until she moved to Toowoomba in 2007.

Some ten years ago, Jane began experimenting with fiction writing as an
bunder t he ¢ o y,nthemrb&gar tot take ithe experiment more
seriously with the help of a small group of colleagues in a support group. In
2004 she published her first novel, The Walker (Hodder), a crime thriller which
won the Ned Kelly first crime novel award and was selected for the 2004
national Books Alive Campaign. Her other novels to date are The Visitor
(2005) and The Calling (2007). A grant from the Literature Board of the
Australia Council in 2007 has enabled her to broaden her approach in a
fourth novel (stil a work in progress), concerned with themes of inter-
generational trauma. She continues to write essays, and was recently
announced as joint winner of this year's Calibre Essay prize, awarded by the
Copyright Council and Australian Book Review.

Jane is keen to contribute to research development at USQ, especially
through providing guidance in writing, and the framing of research projects.
She will be contributing the Early Career Research Group in this way, and
