Professor Geraldine Mackenzie, Head of the Law 8kh® a criminal
law academic and barrister, and has specialisedhforpast thirteen
years on sentencing law. According to Professockdazie, Australia
currently lacks much needed national data on pudtitudes to the
sentencing process.

Many media articles that follow the sentencingtaf tore sensational
criminal cases can give the impression that thertsoare getting it

wrong, and the public is unhappy with the sentemchthe offenders.
Previous studies tend to show that if provided witbre information,

the public tend to be less, rather than more, puanihan the courts.

Currently there is no Australia-wide study to measupublic
perceptions of the sentencing process. Professwkéhzie believes
that there are a lot of key questions that neetletmddressed. They
range from understanding the current level of pulgivel of confidence
in sentencing, flexible attitudes to punishments] aonditions under
which those attitudes are malleable. The perceliaekl of confidence
by Australians in sentencing and the courts, antseguent punitive
responses, are a major hurdle to reform and hagmifisant
consequences for the justice system, criminalgagtiolicy and rule of
law.

Professor Mackenzie is currently leading a largétidisciplinary team
from a total of six universities nationally acrosgstralia. Comprising
three criminal lawyers and three criminologistssithe first time that
such a team has collaborated on a major publicepéioms project.

The strength of the research team ensures thatetsarch will have
maximum credibility and impact. The methodology foe three year
study utilises a large national telephone survegach Australian State
and Territory, followed by focus groups in two @&t to test the
malleability of public attitudes in response to #iddal information
and various conditions.
