Australian Centre for

Dr. Tek Maraseni of ACSC has 
been awarded a very prestigious, 
“Queensland-China Climate 
Change Fellowship” for a special 
research study to be performed in 
China. Dr Maraseni’s research 
study will be “Exploring 
Opportunities and Challenges of 
Involving Australia or Australian 
Companies with Chinese Clean 
Development (CDM) Projects”. 
Professor Roger Stone, Director of 
ACSC remarked “This is a very 
special award, as it is very 
competitive and only 3 awards are 
provided from among many 
applications received”. The 
Queensland Premier, Ms Anna 
Bligh formally announced these 
awards on Thursday 20th August. 
 
According to Dr Maraseni, the   
Fellowships were designed to 
promote opportunities for exchange 
of researchers and other 
professionals with an aim to 
strengthen collaborative links that 
improve mutual understanding on 
Climate Change, its potential 
impacts, mitigation strategies and 
adaptation response. Dr Maraseni 
was delighted that he was one of 
the successful recipients of the 
award as the Fellowship covered 12 
different areas of Climate change, 
with only three best applications 
being considered for the award. 
 
Currently Kyoto Protocol adopted 
three market based mechanism with 
an aim to reduce emission targets in 
a cost–effective manner. Among 

the three, Clean Development 
Mechanism (CDM) appears to be 
the only mechanism relevant to 
developing countries. China is a 
dominant supplier of CDM (over 
73%), but there is no Australian 
Company involved in CDM 
projects in China. Australia has a 
strong knowledge base, skills and 
emission reduction technology 
which can be used to develop CDM 
projects in China, by which China 
would receive new technology and 
enhanced sustainable development 
while Australia can achieve cost-
effective emissions reduction 
obligation.

Faculty of Arts 
 
Dr Laurie Johnson (Lecturer in 
English and Cultural Studies, 
Faculty of Arts and the Public 
Memory Research Centre) recently 
received the International Award 
for Excellence, 2008, for the top 
ranked article in the International 
Journal on Interdisciplinary Social 
Sciences, 2007. The ranking 
process was based on identifying 
the ten articles with the highest 
scores from the double blind peer 
reviewing process, and then a 
second round of evaluation based 
on criteria established by the 
editorial board. 
 
The winning article, "Ill-disciplined 
(Bodies of Thought)" presented a 
case for practitioners of 
interdisciplinary studies to be 
mindful of the deep investment that 
disciplinary practices can have in 
their "bodies of thought". The 
paper emerged initially as a series 
of reflections on a dispute that 
erupted in a postgraduate seminar 
forum while Dr Johnson was still a 
graduate student at the University 
of Queensland.  
 
Dr Johnson presented a paper (later 
presented at the Millennium World 
Conference in Critical Psychology, 
1999, and also subsequently 
published in the International 
Journal of Critical Psychology, 
2002) intended to intervene in the 
so-called Mind-Body debate in the 
cognitive and psychological 
sciences, using a psychoanalytical 
definition of the term "psycho-
somatic" as a way of working 
through the separation of mind and 

body. In question time, some 
members of the audience at the 
postgraduate seminar disputed the 
use of this term in any way 
different from the ways it had been 
defined by medical science. 
 
Dr Johnson has for the past decade 
been researching the uses of 
phenomenology and psychoanalytic 
theory in a number of different 
areas of interest (computer games, 
the internet, political language, and 
early modern textuality) and in his 
award-winning paper he draws on 
these fields of inquiry to reflect on 
this incident early in his academic 
career.  
 
His paper explains in 
phenomenological terms that 
disciplinary boundaries can 
function for the academic in the 
same way that the human body acts 
as an extension of the human mind, 
so when phrases are disputed it is 
not merely a situation of arguing 
over semantics. Phrases in dispute, 
he argues, are fundamental to the 
constitution of a "body of thought" 
and that body and minds, together, 
employ stark defence mechanisms 
when confronted with a threat to 
their integrity, resulting in, for 
example, and eruptions at the end 
of postgraduate seminars.  
 
The winning article was presented 
as the opening plenary for this 
year's International Conference on 
Interdisciplinary Social Sciences, at 
the Monash University Centre in 
Prato, Italy, on 22 July, 2008, and 
Dr Johnson was pleased to report 
that there were no eruptions 
following this paper.

He is the author of City Bushman: Henry Lawson and the Australian Imagination 
(2004), the editor of Turning the Century: Writing of the 1890s (1999), and co-
editor of Australian Literature and the Public Sphere (1998), Authority and 
Influence: Australian Literary Criticism 1950-2000 (2001), and Frank Hardy and 
the Literature of Commitment (2003). Chris is one of the Australian editors of the 
revised second edition of the Routledge Encyclopaedia of Postcolonial Literatures 
in English (2005) and a founding editor of the internationally refereed Journal of 
the Association for the Study of Australian Literature, which is currently housed 
by the National Library of Australia in Canberra. He is a former President of the 
Association for the Study of Australian Literature and currently serves as the 
Director of the Public Memory Research Centre at USQ.
