 Be the Midwife 
A midwife needs to be able to respond appropriately to critical emergencies. The events that pose the greatest threat to the life of mother, baby or both are: cord prolapse; severe pre-eclampsia; placental abruption; shoulder dystocia; uterine rupture; post-partum haemorrhage. Midwives have an integral part in ensuring the best outcome for a woman and her child through accurate assessment, timely intervention, appropriate referral, and addressing the psychosocial needs of the woman.
In this assessment you will be asked to present your actions as midwife to ensure the best possible outcome, given the circumstances of the scenario. Further details and the scenario itself will be supplied on MID8075 Study Desk via USQ Connect.
In this activity you will be using the following steps in the development and demonstration your midwifery actions.

1. Relate to prior knowledge. 
2. Use questions and reflection as you gather and use information as related to the case.
3. Develop and apply an information gathering plan.
4. Use appropriate resources for gathering information.
5. Engage in a questioning process with your tutor (Jill) to broaden the scenario.

6. Evaluate information gathered for relevance, scope and accuracy.
7. Apply new understandings of the situation and plan appropriate actions to the scenario.

8. Communicate your findings as a plan of action, including a time frame for interventions. 
9. Include as appendices your 
· inventory of prior related knowledge
· information gathering plan

· critical inquiry into the process and your analysis of the scenario including those used from discussion group site.
· reflection on the process as applied to each of the steps 1-8.

It is difficult to determine an exact word limit, but the plan of action from the perspective of you as the midwife can be given in point form or as a flow chart. Use references here as appropriate. The appendices MUST support your plan. The appendices are evidence of your critical thinking processes, and the length of them is not as important as the clarity of the analysis and use of resources as evidence for your intended practice. 
Whilst the scenario is a real one, its outcome will depend on the line of critical inquiry you take. Each student may have a slightly different outcome for their plan depending on how their line of questioning broadens the scenario (Step 2). I will have a discussion site set up on Study Desk for each individual student, and I will check it regularly for your questions and responses. I am happy to answer any question as it relates to the clinical situation. I will supply more details of the context according to the questions you put forward. What is important from this part of the exercise is that you use your line of questioning, and the responses, as a part of development of the information gathering plan (Step 3).
