· What question did I ask today that helped you the most?  The least?

· What examples did I use today that helped you the most?  The least?

· How can the material discussed today be applied?

· What did you learn today that you will use or apply after graduating?

· Write down one thing that you did not know coming to class today that you now feel you do.

· Is there anything that is still unclear or doubtful?

· What material/ information are you still unclear about? 
· What was the major purpose or objective of today’s class?
· What is the relationship between today’s topic and the previous topics?
· Which concepts/ aspect(s) of today’s topic/ class can you connect with what you have learned in other courses?
