The BEED is a 32 credit point (32 course program) with at least ninety (90) 
days of supervised professional experience and the Literacy and Numeracy Test for Initial Teacher 
Education (LANTITE). Successful completion of all of the requirements for your program, including 
passing both the literacy and numeracy tests are required prior to graduation from the program and 
eligibility to apply for registration as a teacher with the Queensland College of Teachers (QCT).  It is your 
responsibility to register and complete your LANTITE tests prior to graduation.

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Section 3: Exit Pathway for the Lesser Award with the Bachelor of Early Childhood (BECH) 
The Bachelor of Early Childhood (BECH) is a nested program which can be used as an exit award from the BEED. At third year of the BEED, students can exit with the 
BECH by taking the shared professional experience course, EDU4199 Numeracy, Literacy and STEM in Early Childhood with 30 day placement. The exit pathway 
supports students to meet the ACECQA requirements for BECH with 24 courses and 80 days of professional experience in appropriate early childhood settings. Graduates 
from the BECH will have met the requirements of the Australian Children’s Education and Care Quality Authority (ACECQA) and can apply for recognition of being an 
Early Childhood Teacher (ECT) in prior to school settings.
